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When completing a section of the B469 main
road between Obernburg and Waorth, 10,000 m2
of Enkamat 7010W was used as erosion
protection on the ramps of the Obernburg
intersection structure.

Enkamat has an artificial root structure that
prevented the newly spread topsoil from sliding
down the embankment, which has a slope of
33°. Enkamat also prevents major erosion
damage when the adjacent river Main floods.

Erosion caused by water or wind can do
enormous damage to embankments that are
insufficiently protected. To minimise such
damage, Enkamat was laid on the ramps by a
local construction company. The erosion
protection mat was cut into strips up to 30
metres in length and laid transversely end-to-
end across each of the embankments. The
ramp was then ready for initial planting.

The artificial root structure of Enkamat was then
filled with topsoil, providing an ideal base for
seed germination as well as ensuring immediate
stabilisation of the embankment.

Enkamat 7010W provided cohesive and efficient
protection against erosion for this project.

The installation proved its worth in the winter of
2002 when the Main once again flooded.
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
